7. Transfer of residents from assigned rooms or room selection will not be made for reasons of race, color, religion, national origin, disability, or age; however, any resident may request to upgrade an assigned/selected room at any time for any reason provided that the requisition room is readily available and the resident is financially able to pay for the room.

The non-discrimination policies of the facility apply to residents, physicians, and employees.  Under no circumstances will the application of these policies result in the segregation/re-segregation of buildings, wings, floors, or rooms for reason of race, color, religion, national origin, disability, or age.
