Resident Guidelines

Nebraska Fire Regulations for Long Term Care and Assisted Living Facilities

Extension cords and adapters (surge protectors) are not permitted in health care facilities per the LIFE SAFETY CODE STANDARD SET FORTH BY THE STATE OF NEBRASKA.  

If you or your resident needs extra outlets please report to the Social service Department or Maintenance.  Medical equipment MUST be plugged into an approved “hospital grade” adapter provided by the facility.  All NON medical equipment can NOT be plugged into a “hospital grade” adapter. 
IF you bring in an unapproved extension cord OR Adapter they will be taken out of the resident room and can be claimed in the Social Service Department.
The Louisville Care Community discourages items of unusual value being brought to the facility.  These items include money, rings, watches and jewelry.  The Louisville Care Community is not liable for residents’ possessions that disappear or are lost from the residents’ room or person.  Money less than $50 may be kept in the office in the form of a spending account.

Knives, razors, sharp pointed scissors or other objects that could be harmful to the resident or to the other residents will generally not be permitted to be kept by a resident.

Hanging of items on the wall would need to be discussed with the Maintenance Supervisor, so that we are able to preserve the construction of our facility.

Electric blankets and heating pads are not permitted for use by residents in this facility.  All articles, lamps, and appliances with electrical cords must be checked by our maintenance department when first brought to the Care Center.

Smoking is not permitted by residents or visitors in any location within the building.

Facility fire drills and disaster drills will be held on a regular basis.  Residents and visitors will be asked to participate in the drills and cooperate with the facility rules and regulations.

All clothing, personal items, and valuables, such as TV, radio, electric razor, etc. must be marked.  All items will appear on the resident’s personal inventory.  Family members should notify the nurse when taking items home, including seasonal clothing so that these items may be removed from the inventory list.  Families need to notify social services or nursing when new items are brought in.

For the safety of our residents, the Wanderguard Security System is in place.  Residents wearing a bracelet will trigger an alarm when exiting the west entrance or the employees’ entrance.  All other doors are alarmed at all times.
